Chamber Vice President John Lamont said ‘Council has recognised the 
Chambers vision is strongly aligned in many areas with the Councils 
especially those of economic development.

We will tap into the resources 
developed in running the Illawarra Business Awards and incorporate 
these, where applicable, into the Shoalhaven Awards’. 
 
‘It is our intention to deliver a spectacular evening of entertainment and 
activity and become a flagship event on the annual business/event 
calendar.  We want to deliver to the business community an event they 
will look forward to and want to participate in each year’.
